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Not every block along the corridor will add
taller, denser development. Rather, there will
be districts of infill and redevelopment
opportunity — e.g., the Brewery District
between downtown Olympia and Tumwater’s
city center.
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Lower-density attached and detached
housing that supports retail
development along the corridor and
utilizes frequent bus service.
